Update Logon Scripts

Purpose:  Explains how to use Update_Logon_Scripts.xls.  Even though Microsoft provides tools to manipulate Domain user accounts, this provides an interface that is easier to work with for this task and can provide the administrator with a simple report.
Prerequisites: Logged into the PC running this tool with a Domain ID that has sufficient credentials to manipulate the required user accounts.
Target Audience: Technology Professionals, such as a LAN or Network Administrator
Running Update Logon Scripts:
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	1. – Navigate to where you have Update_Logon_Scripts.xls.  Double click on the file to open it in Excel.
2. - If prompted with a Security Warning (as seen in the screen shot on the left), click Enable Macros.

6 | Description: This application will update the specified user accounts with the provided lagon script file.

8 Usage: On the Domain and User ID fields, enter in the information of people who require their logon scripts to
9 b updated. On the New Logon Script field, input what you want their logon scripts to be. Click the
10 Process IDs button. As the taol runs, the Original Logon Script field will populate with what the
11 users curtent logon script s configured to. The Status field will update reflecting if the process was

successful or not. Prograrm stops at the first blank row.
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	3. – The tool will open with a screen like the one in the screen shot to the left.  It is recommended that if any information is in the light yellow rows (starting at row 19), that it be cleared out.
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	4. – In the light yellow rows, enter data into columns A, B and C (as seen above).  These are the columns for the Domain, User ID and New Logon Script.

Do not skip rows.  When processing, once a row without a User ID is found, the process assumes end of file has been reached.
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	5. – Once all the information for the IDs that need updated has been entered, click Process IDs.
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	6. – Once the process completes, a pop-up will display informing that what row it reached to declare end of file.
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	7. – Once completed, you will receive output in columns D and E (Original Logon Script and Status).

There are three different statuses that can be expected:
Complete – The tool was able to make the change to the user ID specified and validate the change saved and was successful.

*** INCOMPLETE *** - Something occurred and when the tool attempted to validate that the specified change saved, it was unable to confirm it as successful and is recommended that it be manually inspected.  A common cause is that this ID exists in a location that the user initiating the update does not have sufficient access to make the change.
*** ID not on Domain *** - The ID does not appear to exist anymore on the specified Domain.  If this is believed to be in error, it is recommended to check this manually.


	If a status report is required, the person operating this tool can do a File ( Save As and save this tool as it sits as a new file name for archival purposes.

Or, the data contained in rows 18 down can be copied into a blank Excel worksheet (this will eliminate the macros and additional dialog contained in this tool).
